SUPPLEMENTAL APPLICATION

In conjunction with the Arkansas Insurance Act (No-Fault) the Arkansas Legislature has mandated that the following coverages be added to your automobile insurance policy unless one or more or all are rejected by you in writing.

(Coverage is applicable to Private Passenger Vehicles not used as a public or livery conveyance and Pick Up / Panel Truck / Sedan Delivery not customarily used for business purposes)  

1.
Medical Payments Coverage with limits of $5,000 per person, incurred within 24 months from date of accident.

2.
Work Loss Coverage with respect to an income earner with benefits of 70% of loss of gross weekly income subject to a maximum benefit of $140 per week during a period commencing 8 days after the date of the accident, and not to exceed 52 weeks.


Reasonable and necessary expenses to obtain replacement services of a non-income earner incurred during a period beginning 8 days after the date of the accident and not exceeding 52 weeks. This benefit is subject to a maximum of $70 per week.

3.
Accidental Death Benefit - This benefit will pay $5,000 if an injured person dies as a result of an accident resulting out of the maintenance or use of a motor vehicle if death occurs within one year from day of accident.
